3. Check with your child before he/she leaves for school and keep him/her at home if he/she
shows abnormal symptoms, such as headache, upset stomach, flushed face that would
indicate a temperature, swollen glands, inflamgeserunny nose, or and sign of rash.

4. Be sure your child is clean body, hair, teeth, fingernails, and clothing.



Attitude:

The home must promote healthy attitudes toward this initial
experience in school for the best adjustment of the child.

Your childbés kindergarten year can be an enj
profitable experience if you will:

1. Have casual talks with your child well in advance of the beginning of school.
2. Picture kindergarten as a friendly place.
3. If your child will not come to school himself/herself, please say goodbye at the school
door.
4. Refrain from criticizing the school or teacher in his/her presence.
5. Never threaten him/her with what the teacher might do.
6. Show sincere interest in your childds scho
7. Give him/her simple responsibilities at home and expect him to carry them out.
8. Be consistent in the behavior you require.
Conferences:

Only through close cooperation of the home and school can a kindergarten child make the
best progress.
